· Have you set the tone in your opening, established your writing style, decided on tense?  (Think about – First/Third person – use a narrator and a personal voice)

· Have you included a number of episodes to make up a plot – is each episode elaborated and resolved?

· Have you used connectives:

To link sentences – therefore, nevertheless, otherwise.

To link paragraphs / vary pace – Just then, Eventually, After a while, At last, Later, The following day, The next …

· Have you used different sentence types: Questions, Statements, Commands, Comments? 

· Have you varied sentence length:  One word, simple or shorter sentences – add clarity, impact or change tempo.

Complex or longer sentences with subordinate clauses – add detail or move the story along.

· Have you included adjectives, adverbs, similies, metaphors, idiomatic phrases, colloquialisms and clichés to enhance meaning and impact your style?

· Have you tied ‘elements’ together and drawn the story towards an interesting ending.

How it looks …

· Have you used the correct punctuation: commas (to separate clauses), apostrophes (for possession and contractions), semi – colon (to join sentences of equal importance)?

· Have you added the necessary punctuation for dramatic effect: exclamation marks, question marks, elipses, dashes, brackets?

· Have you set out speech correctly using speech marks for dialogue and a new line for a new speaker.

· Have you used paragraphs – opening, episodes, ending?  Are the paragraphs easy to locate?
